At our last meeting (November 15, 2005) we created and ratified positions on three 

different issues: gun control, Iraq, and eminent domain. Here are the 

wordings of each of them.

Concerning Gun Control

" The college republicans believe in the 2nd amendment. We believe that 

law abiding citizens should not have their rights curtailed because of 

the abuses of others. The college republicans will remain vigilant  and 

oppose current and future local, state and national legislations that 

infringes on the right to bear arms."



Concerning Iraq

"The CR's believe that we should stay in Iraw until it becomes a self-

sustaining, autonomous democratic state. We believe that Bush did not 

lie to bring this country into war and that Saddam Hussein was a 

genocidal dictator that warranted removal. We acknowledge that there 

have been many mistakes, but the road to democracy -- marked by 

10,000,000 voters and a ratified constitution -- is a noble mission 

that must be seen to its conclusion."

Concerning Eminent Domain

"The CR's believe that property rights are the foundation of a 

democratic society. We oppose teh seizure of private property by local, 

state and federal government for political or economic gain. Therefore, 

we oppose the 2005 Kelo v. New London supreme court decision, because 

the issue raises numerous constitutional issues and runs counter to 

democratic ideals. As such, the CR's are committed to a grassroots 

campaign that actively combats this abuse of political power.
