Press Release: Oberlin Student Philanthropy Club awards $10,000 in grants
Oberlin Student Philanthropy Club (OSPC), a student grantmaking and fundraising organization at Oberlin College, recently awarded $10,000 in grants to eleven nonprofit organizations in Lorain County.  OSPC chose to award these eleven grants because the projects they support will benefit a variety of people involved in diverse activities throughout Lorain County

The projects OSPC chose to support fall into a broad range of categories including youth and family counseling, performing arts, city development, historical preservation and energy conservation.  People of all ages and income levels will benefit from these projects this year.

OSPC received fifteen project proposals, but was only able to support eleven projects with its limited grant funds.  After meeting personally with grant applicants and evaluating application materials, members of OSPC decided which projects would be most socially responsible and financially feasible to support.  All of the project proposals OSPC received were excellent, so the final grant decisions were difficult to make.
Meanwhile, OSPC is raising grant funds to be awarded to local nonprofit organizations in 2009.  An anonymous donor has agreed to match the first $10,000 OSPC raises, and every dollar raised will go to local nonprofit organizations.
